Christ is the Savior of the worl d– the whole 
world. 

     Three Kings Day—or Dia de los Reyes in Spanish—is cele-
brated in many places around the world on January 6 th.  Last year 
in Phoenix alone, more than 25,000 Latinos and othe rs celebrated 
Three Kings Day.  During the festivities, there are  parades with 
camels bearing the “kings”, toys are given to childre n, food is 
shared and folk dancers perform.  Many women bake b read with a 
miniature plastic Jesus inside each loaf.  The pers on who ends up 
with the figurine is obliged to host a party for ot hers on February 
2nd, Candlemas Day. 

    Welcome to worship.  In the next week we celebr ate the arrival 
of the wise men in Bethlehem to visit the infant Ch rist.  The impor-
tance of the day is that Christ is meant to be the Lord of all the na-
tions of humankind.
