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une is  traditionally a big month for weddings.  People falling in love, making their plans, making loads 

of promises and exchanging their vows.  Of course, not everyone gets married in June, but it does seem to 
be a busy wedding month.    One of the things we seem to underestimate in our modern society is the 
power of a promise. 

 

Some years ago a ministry was begun by a well known college football coach by the name of Bill 
McCartney.  The ministry was called Promise Keepers.  They received all kinds of support and all kinds of 
protests because some people were not in favor of having something that catered only to men.  Through 
this ministry many men learned the important message of the power of a promise, and especially the 
power of a promise kept.    

 

A promise  is a psychological contract indicating a transaction between two persons whereby the first per-
son undertakes in the future to render some service or gift to the second person or devotes something 
valuable now and here to his use. A promise may also be any vow or guarantee. 

 

Our world is filled with promises.  Companies promise that their product will make the difference in your 
life. Sometimes the promise is inferred and sometimes it is verbal.  How many times have you purchased 
such a product only to be disappointed that the promise was not kept.  

 

In the Bible there are hundreds of powerful promises made by our Lord.  God has promised us eternal life, 
financial blessings, that He can perform the impossible, and on and on.  So, why is it that if God has made 
all of these promises, that we do not dig in the Word, find out what they are and receive the promise kept.  
Can you imagine a person buying a gold mine which has been proven to be filled with gold?  The only 
thing the person would have to do to become wealthy would be to go in an dig it out.  Can you imagine the 
person standing on the outside of that mine and proclaim “I am rich” but yet still lives in poverty because 
that person just does not want to dig out the resource?   

 

At our fingertips are hundreds and hundreds of promises made, not by someone untrustworthy.  These 
promises are made by the only One who could ever fully keep a promise.  Yet we do not go into the moun-
tain of promises and claim them for our own.  It is true that some promises have some conditions, just like 
the person described above must do more than say, “I am rich”, they must do the work required to make 
the promise a reality.  

 

The problem is that many do not believe that God will keep His promises.  However, He always does.  
Look at these passages of scripture that guarantees God will keep His promises.   Look up these important 
passages: 2 Corinthians 1:19-22; Psalm 89:34; Joshua 23:14.   He can do the impossible, Luke 18:27 . 
Forgiveness is promised when we ask, 1 John 1:9.  He promised that we could be delivered from fear, 
Psalm 34:4.  Isaiah 49:25 God promises that He will save our children. Philippians 4:19 says God will 
supply all our needs.   These are just a few of the many promises.  May I encourage you to dig into your 
Bible and you will find all of His promises.  Need a little help? Google “Promises in the Bible.”   At the 
bookstore there are whole books on the promises of the Bible.  The latest fad promised on the TV may let 
you down, but God’s Word is filled with promises that will actually all be promises kept in your life.
