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I just recently began a series of 
teaching on Wednesday evenings 
on the book of Galatians.  This is 
an incredible book for many rea-
sons, most of which is that the 
Apostle Paul encourages us to 
know the gospel message.  In the 
days in which he wrote this book 
there were Judaizers (legalists) 
who were teaching that Paul's 
gospel was not the complete 
truth.  They were telling people 
that they must also keep some of 
the Old Testament laws that we 
have been released from because 
of the work of the cross. They 
were teaching that if a Gentile 
could actually be saved they 
would have to be circumcised so 
that they would become like a 
Jew.   

��

The book of Galatians is the only 
book that Paul wrote that was to a 
group of cities.  Because this area 
in Asia Minor where these four 
cities were located had become a 
melting pot of different cultures 
and religious beliefs the gos-
pel was being changed and added 

to.  Paul found that his Apostolic 
authority had been ques-
tioned.  So, in the book of Gala-
tians the Apostle, among a num-
ber of things, establishes the true 
gospel of Jesus Christ. �

This made me begin to realize 
that in our present condition here 
in America and even in the metro 
area we are seeing a huge 
change in what is considered "the 
truth".  Right here in the "Bible 
Belt" of America we are being 
inundated with people of many 
different religions and belief struc-
tures.  Mixing that with "New Age" 
thinking of our world that basically 
believes that whatever you be-
lieve is ok to get to 
God.  However, they never 
really define who or what god or 
God they are trying to get to.  In 
my opinion there has never been 
a time when people need to know 
what they believe about the true 
gospel than now.  There has 
never been a time that believers 
need to be able to give an ac-
count of what they believe than 
now.   

�More and more I hear believers 
say that they know what they 
believe but do not have the ability 
to put it into words.  .  Now I am 
the first the recognize that some 
are more gifted in communication 
than others, however it is impor-
tant that each person that claims 
to know Christ as their Savior and 
Lord must be able to share this 
very simple and yet powerful truth 
we call the gospel or good 
news.  If you really are interested 
in knowing how to share your faith 
in a real way you will make 
our  Wednesday evening gather-
ings a regular part of your week.  
Simply put:  there are some very 
important components to the gos-
pel.  A person must recognize that 
they are a sinner and have a 
need. Romans 3:23 .  We must 
understand that this message is 
based on how much God loves 
us.  John 3:16, 17 .  Please, 
never share the gospel without 
the message of Christ's love.
