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One of the most powerful Psalms in the Bible is Psa lm 100.  I am going to take the space in this 
newsletter to print it all out for you.  May I enco urage you to take the time to read this psalm 
aloud.  Even without too much problem most of us co uld memorize these power-packed five 
verses.  No matter what translation you use, it is an incredible statement of thanksgiving.  

Psalms 100     A Psalm of Thanksgiving. 

Shout with joy to the LORD, O earth!  2 Worship the  LORD with gladness. Come before Him, 
singing with joy.  3 Acknowledge that the LORD is G od! He made us, and we are His. We are His 
people, the sheep of His pasture.  4 Enter His gate s with thanksgiving ;  go into His courts with 
praise. Give thanks to Him and bless His name.  5 F or the LORD is good.  His unfailing love con-
tinues forever, and His faithfulness continues to e ach generation.  NLT 

 

During this month most of us will be participating in at least a couple of Thanksgiving meals.  
Some people attend even more.   Although this holid ay is an American holiday, the truth of giv-
ing thanks is much more than a holiday tradition, i t is the call of every believer each and every 
day.  This Psalm or Hymn of Thanksgiving is the fou ndational summary of all worship.   Worship 
is based on the truth of the Covenant Lord as our C reator and the enduring bond of His cove-
nant love. 

 

The editors placed this Psalm as the grand conclusi on of the seven Kingdom Psalms (Psalm 93-
100, except 94).  This Psalm has a love for seven-f old things, the covenant number.  We praise 
the Lord with: shouts of joy, gladness, joyful song s, thanksgiving, praise, blessing.  Each of 
these are a different Hebrew word.  If worship is o ne of your main things, then it would be worth 
your time to look up each of these words and see th ese different ways God calls us to worship. 
It will help you move in deeper in your personal an d public worship.  

 

The point that I would like to make in this short a rticle is that thanksgiving plays a very   impor-
tant role in helping us enter into the presence of the Lord.  In verse 4, the Psalmist declares that 
“enter His gates with thanksgiving.”   He is referrin g to the Temple gates that are open to people 
of all nations.  It is the idea that through Christ , this Temple (God’s presence) has now been 
made available to all who would come.  Our ticket t o get in, as it were, is an overflowing heart of 
thanksgiving that by His Divine Majesty has made Hi s presence available to all who would 
come.   

 

The writer furthers helps us understand this incred ible journey by not just including the outer 
court, but as we have entered those outer gates wit h thanksgiving now even the most holy 
place of His presence is available.  The password i s “praise.”  These inner courts were not al-
ways available to all men, but through the work of Christ on the cross the “curtain” was ripped 
and the most inner sanctuary was made available to all who would praise Him.  This is not to be 
taken lightly, but we should give thanks and bless Him.  For He is good, His love eternally con-
tinues and His faithfulness continues to each gener ation.  May I  encourage you to give thanks 
well and enter into His holy presence this holiday season.
