There are
even a couple of things left to finish. It has bee  n very nice to be able to get that accom-
plished. We have also been blessed with great sound and office equipment. God has been
really good to us.

Our plans will show you that we would like to re-ca rpet, build a room on the northwest
corner in the sanctuary to match our prayer room, a s well as move the baptistery in the
same location. This new room will include dressing rooms for those being baptized. We
will also add space to each side of our platform as well as a step for me to stand on at floor
level where my table currently sits.

We are expecting this project to cost around $15,00  0.00 with the bulk of that price going
towards the carpet. We would like to ask each of  our family members to consider an offer-
ing gift above their normal tithes and offerings to ward this vision. It would not take us too
long to raise these funds if each of us would do wh atever God puts in our hearts. Simply
put, if 15 families gave $1000.00 over a period of ~ a year or so we could get it done.
